Standalone version 1.9 or later installed.

The project where the data is used needs to contain symbol library PNE1ESS.

Update of parts database

The parts database in EPLAN can easily be updated with the attached XML-file. Start
EPLAN, in main menu select Utilities->Parts->Management . You will see the
following screen to appear.

Once a device is used in a project, you can open its Properties, tab Parts and right

click in the part number selection. There you can open hyperlinks connected to the
device, and preview all the data in the right section of the window.
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Customize the tree view

To sort the devices in EPLAN Parts management tree view you can import a
predefined scheme. Click Utilities->Parts->Management->Extras->General  Select
[...] next to Tree configuration . Import the special scheme PMtc.SMC.xml.

Your parts tree will now be sorted with Special SMC properties as nodes. You can
easily switch back by selecting the EPLAN default scheme.

How to use the data

The supplied data contains symbols. It is therefore possible to use different workflows
enabled in EPLAN, either

“Insert device” from Insert -menu or part selection by assigning a part number to an
already placed symbol.
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
